MODEL AGENCIES 
 
The WSA Show and The Collections at WSA do not have an official model agency. 
Although Show Management does not specifically endorse any particular agency, The 
Show Management does recommend exhibitors use a licensed model agency. The law of 
Clark County, Nevada stipulates that models hired within the county (which includes the 
city of Las Vegas) must be hired through a licensed agency. Using a non-licensed 
agency or hiring models direct may result in fines or in the removal of the models from 
the show floor or both. 
 
Exhibitors that would like to hire models have several options: 

1. Models may be hired through a local model agency that has been licensed to 
operate in Clark County, Nevada. A list of licensed model agencies can be found at 
the web site of the Las Vegas Convention and Visitors Authority. Go to the web 
page http://www.lvcva.com/meetings/services-support/vendors-services.jsp 
under SELECT A CONVENTION VENDOR CATEGORY select “Models and Talent 
Agency” for a list. 

2. Models may be hired through a bona fide agency that is based outside of Nevada. 
This is commonly done by companies that use the same models a several events as 
part of their nationwide marketing campaign 

3. Exhibitors may use regular employees as models. 
 
An Exhibitor that is hiring models through a model agency, whether local or from outside 
of Nevada, must have the agency must provide the following information to The WSA 
Show: 

• A completed Application for Show Credentials form 
• A complete list of names of all the models that will be working at The WSA Show 

along with the days and hours the models will be working, and if any of the models 
are under the age of 16. 

• A copy of the agency’s business license 
 
The model name list will be used to generate name badges for the models so that they 
may enter the show. Name badges can be picked-up at the Exhibitor Registration desk 
located in suite 34-204. All models will be required to show identification to pick up their 
name badges.  
 
Models that are under the age of sixteen years will NOT be allowed on to the show floor 
unless permission has been given by Show Management. Show Management will give 
permission ONLY after ALL necessary paperwork has been submitted to the WSA by the 
model agency. 
 
The deadline for submitting model agency forms is July 11, 2008.
